St. Nicholas 
 
The absence of the “hard facts” of history is not necessarily an    

obstacle to the popularity of saints, as the devotion to St. Nicholas 

shows. Both the Eastern and Western Churches honor him, and it is 

claimed that after the Blessed Virgin, he is the saint most pictured 

by Christian artists. And yet, historically, we can pinpoint only the 

fact that Nicholas was the fourth-century bishop of Myra, a city in 

Lycia, a province of Asia Minor. 

As with many of the saints, however, we are able to capture the relationship which    Nich-

olas had with God through the admiration which Christians have had for him—an admira-

tion expressed in the colorful stories which have been told and retold through the centu-

ries. 

Perhaps the best-known story about Nicholas concerns his charity toward a poor man 

who was unable to provide dowries for his three daughters of marriageable age. Rather 

than see them forced into prostitution, Nicholas secretly tossed a bag of gold through the 

poor man’s window on three separate occasions, thus enabling the daughters to be     

married. Over the centuries, this particular legend evolved into the custom of gift-giving 

on the saint’s feast. In the English-speaking countries, St. Nicholas became, by a twist of 

the tongue, Santa Claus—further expanding the example of generosity portrayed by this 

holy bishop 

 

The critical eye of modern history makes us take a deeper look at the legends               

surrounding St. Nicholas. But perhaps we can utilize the lesson taught by his legendary 

charity, look deeper at our approach to material goods in the Christmas season and seek 

ways to extend our sharing to those in real need 

 
“In order to be able to consult more suitably the welfare of the faithful according to the 

condition of each one, a bishop should strive to become duly acquainted with their needs 

in the social circumstances in which they live....

The Lighting of the First Candle: Waiting for the Shepherd 

The First Sunday of Advent We Remember the Meaning of Advent 

Advent is a word that means “coming” or “visit”. In the Christian season of Advent, 

we prepare for the “advent” of Christ at Christmas. Our preparation includes many 

things: 

 •  We remember Israel’s hope for the coming of God’s Messiah to save, 

     to forgive, and to restore. 

 •  We remember our hope for the second coming of Jesus. 

 •  We remember our need for a Savior to save us from our sins. 

 •  We prepare to welcome Christ at Christmas into our world . . . and into 

      our hearts. 

By lighting one candle each week of Advent, we help ourselves get ready for the 

birth of Jesus. The candles have different meanings, each based upon the Bible. 

These meanings help us understand how special the birth of Jesus is for us. 

Today we focus on the coming of Christ as our Shepherd.  We light this candle 

because, like God’s people centuries ago, we also look forward with hope to the 

coming of the Shepherd. The purple color of the candle reminds us of the        

seriousness of our hope. 

Prayer of Hope 

Dear God, as we light this candle, we hope for your coming as our Good Shep-

herd. Please gather us in your arms, feed us with spiritual food, wipe away every 

tear from our eyes, and “let your face shine, that we may be saved”. Come, our 

Shepherd!
