7. Click back on the little church app that is now on the screen of your phone and it 

should take you back to where they asked you for a password. 
8. Put the password they sent you in the email and click done.  It should pull up eve-

rything that has been entered.  If you click on someone’s name it makes it bigger 
and it will list the address, etc.
