THE HOLY INNOCENTS 
December 28 

 

The feast of The Holy Innocents commemorates the 
boys slain instead of Jesus by King Herod the Great     
(Mt 2:16-18) to eliminate the threat to his throe form 
the newborn king.  In contrast to the Magi’s welcome, 
Herod’s murderous rage foreshadows the opposition 
that Jesus will later meet, culminating in his crucifixion 
by the Romans.  To escape Herod’s massacre, the holy 
family became refugees in Egypt.  This unique episode 
also echoes Moses’ rescue from the slaughter of the 
Hebrew children by the Pharoah (Ex 2:1-10).  Like a 
new Moses, Jesus will lead his people on a new exodus 
journey into God’s promised kingdom.  May we do all 
we can to lessen the suffering of children and            
refugees.
