We have all taken the wrong road, 
and our empirical of humanity has demonstrated little but weakness, incapacity, and   
extreme helplessness. Our yearning to excel, our desire to achieve and accomplish things 
indicate that our shortcomings are not fundamental but are a superficial effect. Our   
dissatisfaction with the conditions of our earthly existence is deep seated and constantly 
impels us to venture to try to improve our way of life. 

We have it in us to conceive high ideals and work for their realization, but if we are     
honest we will recognize the fact that we can do nothing on our own. Left to ourselves 
we are incomplete, not quiet human. God is part of the definition of a human; inner 
unity with God is the primary condition for a fulfilled and successful life. The decision to 
recognize this is the greatest that we can make and the only one that will rescue us from 
the chaos in which we are involved. About turn-back to the beginning-that is the only 
solution and the way to achieve life’s fulfillment.
