The Gift of Confession

As Catholics we have been given a great aid to forgiveness in the Sacrament of Penance. Confession
several important aspects. First, although we can and should ask those whom we have offended to forgi
there is a corporate aspect to sin that must be addressed. No sin exists in isolation. Its effects ripple o
waves to distant lands. The Sacrament of Reconciliation allows us to ask for, and be granted, forgiver,
from those we have harmed that we might not even realize have been effected by our actions. In short
allows us to be "reconciled" to the entire Body of Christ.
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Second, while it's hard enough to forgive another, forgiving oneself can be the most difficult of all.
Confession gives us the assurance we need that we are, indeed, forgiven our trespasses. The priest ¢
to us the promise from Jesus that our sins are indeed "loosed on earth," allowing us to do the internal
healing work we need. Third, the Sacrament of Reconciliation can be the means through which we
experience forgiveness ourselves and can therefore learn what it means to truly forgive another. By b
forgiven, we learn what it truly means to forgive.

What happened to “hellfire and brim-
stone” preaching, like Iremember from
parish missions in my younger years?

Hellfire and brimstone recalls Genesis 19:24:
“The Lord rained down sulfur upon Sodom
and Gomorrah, fire from the Lord out of
heaven.” It refers to a harsh preaching style
and “doom and gloom” content focused
on God's wrath, punishment, and hell. Pu-
ritans—those English Calvinists who colo-
nized Massachusetts in the 1600s—adhered
strongly to their belief in eternal damnation,
innate sin, and diabolical power. Likewise,
American Baptists were known to “out-Cal-
vin Calvin” in their preaching.

While Catholics also adhere strongly to our
belief in the possibility of eternal damnation,
innate sin, and evil forces, we believe in the
grace of baptism to remove original sin, the
outpouring of God'’s grace to strengthen our
weakness due to original sin, and in the ex-
traordinary power of conversion to prevent ev-
erlasting damnation. To that end, parish mis-
sions and revivals strengthen the spiritual life
of the faithful and welcome lapsed Catholics.

Preaching orders have been conducting
missions since their earliest days in America.
Saint Alphonsus encouraged his Redempto-
rist missionaries to be lions in the pulpit and
lambs in the confessional. One preacher in the
1850s described the fires of hell with such in-
tensity that the nearby fire engine crew was
mistakenly dispatched to the church to extin-
guish the conflagration. Yet the fire most de-
sirable during a mission is the one in people’s
hearts for God. “Fear of God” means a dread
for God's judgment, but it can also mean a rev-
erential marvel for God. Many preachers today
prefer to instill that awe for God's inviting mer-
cy instead of a paralyzing fear of God's anger
