SAINTS OF THE EASTER SEASON

The Easter season, which is actually not just one day but forty days long, is the time when we
are encouraged to proclaim the Good News of Christ’s resurrection to new life with God. But
even more than just proclaiming it, we are invited to be transformed by our contact with the
risen Christ and live resurrection lives. The saints whom we remember and celebrate during

this season exemplify what we are also trying to do. As Vatican Council Il reminded us: “The

saints have been traditionally honored in the Church and their authentic relics and images held

in veneration. For the feasts of the saints proclaim the wonderful works of Christ in his
servants, and display to the faithful fitting examples for their imitation.” So may these holy

men and women, clergy and laity, rich and poor, popes and peasants encourage and embolden

us to live our resurrection lives to the fullest.

St. Matthias —May 14

The Acts of the Apostles (1:15-26) tells us that Matthias was chosen after the resurrection
to replace Judas. Peter, quoting a psalm, told the 120 people gathered that they must
choose a new apostle: someone who had been with them from the time of the baptism of
the Lord until the resurrection, someone who could join them in bearing witness to these
events. Two names were put forward and the assembly cast lots, the lot falling to
Matthias. Nothing more is known of his life or apostolic work.

How might I be ready when God calls me to witness to the resurrection?

St. Isidore—May 15

Isidore “the farmer” was born in Madrid, Spain, to a family of poor farm laborers. He and
his wife, St. Maria (Torribia) de la Cabeza, spent their lives working on the estate of Juan de
Vergas and were renowned for their piety, love of animals and generosity to the poor.
After his death, his remains were transferred to a beautiful shrine (1170) and his fame
spread. Many miracles were attributed to him, including the cure of King Philip 11l (1615)
who saw to it that Isidore was formally canonized (1622). He is a patron of farmers and
rural communities and of the city of Madrid. May we thank God for all the farmers, men
and women, who work so hard that we may eat.

How might | support the good work of those trying to protect our food sources
and environment?

St. John I—May 18

Nothing is known of his life before he became pope (523). Italy was then ruled by
Theodoric the Goth, an Arian, who was angry because the emperor Justin | in
Constantinople was persecuting Arians. Theodoric sent John to persuade Justin to end the
persecutions. The first pope ever to travel to the East, John was enthusiastically received
and treated with great honor. When he returned to Ravenna (526), although Justin had
accepted almost all of Theodoric’s demands, Theodoric was not satisfied. So he
imprisoned the pope who died soon after, probably of starvation. His remains were taken
to Rome where he was considered a martyr and buried in St. Peter’s with the epitaph
“victim for Christ.”

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My young son asks, “If Jesus was Jewish,
then why are we called Catholics?”

esus was a first-century Jew, as were his first disciples. They continued

their Jewish practices after Jesus’ resurrection, but they believed and
proclaimed that he was the long-awaited Messiah, the fulfillment of Judaism.
Such claims inevitably led to clashes with Jewish authorities, as when Stephen,
the first martyr, was charged with blasphemy and stoned to death in Jerusalem
in AD 36 (Acts 6—7). Nevertheless, Jesus’ followers initially saw themselves as

reformers of Judaism—
not founders of a new
religion.

The Acts of the
Apostles traces the
first thirty years of this
community of believers,
from Jesus’ ascension
in Jerusalem to Paul’s
imprisonment in Rome,
It details the beginnings of their separation from Judaism, as when the Jewish
disciples wanted to impose certain practices of Mosaic Law on the Gentile
disciples—circumcision, for example (Acts 15:11). Acts and the epistles also
chronicle their expansion outside of Jerusalem to the Mediterranean region—
where, for example, in Antioch, the disciples of Jesus were called Christians for
the first time (Acts 11:26). The first written reference to “Catholic Church” is
from St. Ignatius of Antioch around the year 107. Catholic means universal,

“The Church is catholic: she proclaims the fullness of the faith. She bears
in herself and administers the totality of the means of salvation. She is sent
out to all peoples. She speaks to all men. She encompasses all times. She is
missionary of her very nature” (Catechism of the Catholic Church, 868).

Acts 13:14, 43-52; Rev 7:9, 14b-17; Jn 10:27-30

Paul and Barnabas were preaching to the
Jewish people in synagogues, but today’s
reading reveals why they changed audienc-
es and began preaching to the Gentiles. Af-
ter initial interest was shown by the Jews,
the leaders became jealous and stirred up a
persecution against the apostles.

Jealousy is a powerful thing. It deaf-
ens us from perceiving the good things
God wants to give us through others
and turns our neighbor into an enemy. It

makes us critical, unsatisfied, bitter, and
| discouraged. Rather than find support in
| our brother or sister, we lose that gift and

alienate ourselves. God and peace are nev-
er found in jealousy.

God sent Paul and Barnabas to preach
to the Gentiles and to bring his good news
to souls who were open to hearing his
voice. Humility 1s the virtue that helps us
see the good of others and appreciate it as
if it were our own,

The Good Shepherd was speaking to his
flock and wanted to lead them to greener
pastures, but only the humble were able
to hear him and be led to those springs of
life-giving water.

Beware of the dangers of jealousy and
pride that make us rebellious sheep who
are unable to be led and taught by those
who love us most. We think we know bet-
ter than God, his word, and his Church,
separating from the flock and the shep-
herd. May God grant us a listening and
humble heart, open to discovering his
truth through the Good Shepherd who
constantly wants to speak it to us.
