SAINTS OF THE EASTER SEASON

The Easter season, which is actually not just one day but forty days long, is the time
when we are encouraged to proclaim the Good News of Christ’s resurrection to new
life with God. But even more than just proclaiming it, we are invited to be transformed
by our contact with the risen Christ and live resurrection lives. The saints whom we
remember and celebrate during this season exemplify what we are also trying to do.

As Vatican Council II reminded us: “The saints have been traditionally honored in the
Church and their authentic relics and images held in veneration. For the feasts of the
saints proclaim the wonderful works of Christ in his servants, and display to the faithful
fitting examples for their imitation.” So may these holy men and women, clergy and
laity, rich and poor, popes and peasants encourage and embolden us to live our resur-
rection lives to the fullest.

Sts. Phillip & James—May 3

Philip and James were apostles of Jesus. John’s Gospel records several conversations between
Jesus and Philip which indicate that he was present throughout the Lord’s public ministry and
was instrumental in bringing others to Christ. James the son of Alphacus is called “James the
Less” perhaps because he was younger than the other apostle James.

He is mentioned in Mark and in Acts. Little is known of his life beyond these biblical details.

Blessed Damien Joseph de Veuster—May 10

Born in Belgium, at 19 he entered the Picpus Fathers. Sent to the Hawaiian Islands and or-
dained (1864), he served as a parish priest before volunteering as chaplain for the leper colony
on the island of Molokai (1873) where he spend the rest of his life working to improve the
living conditions of the lepers. He eventually contracted leprosy and died there. Beautified in
1995, he is also honored by Hawaii with a statue in the US Capitol.

How will it happen that Jesus will come again
and lead us “through the gates”?

W e have it from the best of authorities that the date of the world’s
end is hidden. Jesus said, “But of that day and hour no one knows...
but the Father alone” (Matthew 24:36). In spite of Christ’s admonition that
the day of his Second Coming is known but to God, there have been countless
i false prophets who have confidently but incorrectly predicted a date for the
end of the world. Most of these foolish forecasters based their claims on
misinterpretations of the Book of Revelation.

The main purpose of the Book of Revelation is to assure us that God’s power
will prevail. In the ongoing struggle between good and evil, there are times
when evil seems to have the upper hand. No matter. Evil will be conquered
and God'’s rule will extend over all creation.

The world might end tomorrow, or next year, or in five billion years. Jesus
tells us we can’t know for sure. We are sure, however, that this world will pass
away. And for each one of us the world will end at the moment of death. What
matters is that we should always be ready to meet Christ.

And we shall be ready if we follow Christ, our Shepherd, whom we meet
intoday’s Gospel. Jesus leads us safely through this life by his teaching, his
example, and his grace.

Good News!

May 3, 2020
Fourth Sunday of Easter (4)
Acts 2:14a, 36-41; 1Pt 2:20b-25; Jn 10:1-10

Sheep are a lot smarter than some
people think. They recognize the voice of
their particular shepherd and follow that
voice alone. However, that is not the point
of Jesus’ teaching today. Because most of
us don't raise sheep or know much about
them, we don't realize that the situation
described in the Gospel passage is a mat-
ter of life and death.

It’s similar to the relationship between
a military squad leader and the troops
he leads, another life-and-death matter.
In both, unquestioning obedience is re-
quired, and absolute trust in the other is
presumed.

That's what Jesus is describing. He’s
suggesting: “Listen to me. Follow my lead.
Trust in me. I want only what is good for
you, so I will be your sure protection.”

It sounds so easy, as parables and met-
aphors usually do. What does it mean to
follow this Shepherd? In the first read-
ing, Peter announces the answer in one
word: “Repent!” There is that challeng-
ing word—the word we might associate
with Lent, not with Easter. If we do so,
we miss the point of following the Shep-
herd, for to follow him means to be like
him, It means; “Repent! Stop taking ad-
vantage of other people. Open your minds
and hearts to newcomers. Respect those
who observe different religious traditions.
Help those less fortunate than you.” All of
this is captured in the final words of the
Gospel reading: do what you can so that
all “might have life and have it more abun-
dantly” (John 10:10). Clearly, that’s smart.
