News from The Re-opening Committee of OLOL
Church to re-open on Saturday, June 6th !!!
In preparation of re-opening the church, there are specific guidelines in regards to

L ruhe

entering and exiting the church, attending Mass, seating, receiving the Eucharist, and
health/sanitation measures that we as a parish
will need to adhere to until further notice.

1.) Once we are given permission to re-open for Mass, parishioners must enter by way
of the main doors of church on Wood Street. The doors will be propped open to
reduce contact.

2.) Once inside the church, an usher will direct you to the 1st available pew in the
front of the church and will continue to fill pews in that fashion.

3.) When Mass has ended, an usher will dismiss pew by pew starting at the back

of the church, i.e wedding style.

4.) Seating during Mass will be limited to every other pew with 3 people to a pew
sitting roughly 6 ft. apart (one at each end and one in the middle). This guideline
applies to single parishioners; whole families and spouses will be allowed to sit next
to each other in the same pew.

5.) To receive the Eucharist, a single file line will be used in the main isle of the
church. An usher will dismiss one pew at a time, alternating sides. This is similar to
regular procedures, just eliminating a line and an usher in order to stay within the
recommended 6ft social distancing guideline.

6.) To attend Mass, you must bring and wear a face mask. The face mask must cover
your nose and mouth at all times, except while consuming the Eucharist.

Hand sanitizer will be provided as you enter the church. Please use this when entering
and exiting the church.

7.) Due to the limited seating at this time, an RSVP mailer will be sent. You will need
to state which Mass you prefer to attend and send back to the church. Once the RSVPs
have been received, the responses will be organized and you will be notified.
These are unprecedented times we are in. We thank you in advance for your
compassion, flexibility, co-operaton, and most of all your undeterred faith as we all
work together to resume some sense of normalcy and routine
when it comes to attending Mass.

Why have many Christian religions been divided
over the question of Christ’s Body and Blood?

Today’s Gospel indicates that even before the Last Supper, Jesus'
teaching about his Real Presence was met with skepticism. When
Jesus said, “The bread that I will give is my flesh for the life of the world,” the
reaction was, “How can this man give us [his] flesh to eat?” (John 6:51-52).
When Jesus continued, “Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains
in me and [ in him,” his hearers
shrugged: “This saying is hard; who
can accept it?” (John 6:56, 60).

John’s inclusion of this incident in
his Gospel indicates that some of his
contemporaries also denied Christ’s
Real Presence. Since then, some
Christians have broken away from the
Catholic Church because they could not
accept the reality of Christ’s eucharistic
Presence. Some contend that Christ
was speaking metaphorically—that the bread and wine merely symbolize the
spirit of Jesus. Others say that Christ is present only as a result of the faith of
the community and doesn’t remain after the worship service.

The Catholic Church teaches that when Jesus pronounced, “This is my
body...this is my blood,” he meant exactly what he said. For Jews of Jesus’
time, “body” meant the person, and “blood” was the source of life identifiable
with the person. Jesus was saying over the bread and wine, “This is my very
self.” Church teaching couldn’t be more clear: in the Eucharist “the body
and blood, together with the soul and divinity, of our Lord Jesus Christ and,
therefore, the whole Christ is truly, really, and substantially contained”
(Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1374).

Body and Blood of Christ (4
Dt8:2-3, 14b-16a; 1 Cor 10:16-17: Jn 6:51-58

Many of us are little different from the
Jewish crowds who cried out: “How can
this man give us [his] flesh to eat!” (John
6:52). Jesus does not explain how the bread
was really his flesh. What he did was under-
score the importance of eating this bread,
which was his flesh. He then goes on and
insists that we must drink his blood as well.
If these were hard sayings for the people of
[srael, who in their ancient past might
have shared the flesh and blood of a sacri-
ficed animal, what are we “sophisticated”
contemporary Christians to make of it
The people of Jesus™ time would have
recognized several clements from their
traditions in Jesus” discourse, but his rein-
terpretation of them would have startled
them, Like the victim of an ancient holo-
caust offering, Jesus blood is shed. How-
ever, it is not poured around the altar; it
15 10 be consumed. Bread from heaven re-
called the manna that fed their ancestors
in the wilderness. However, the manna
lasted for only a day; it then rotted. The
bread Jesus gives is living bread that en-
ables those who eat it to live forever, This
is a lot to believe. But then, that is exactly
what we are asked to do. We might have
correct theological language to explain
how this transformation takes place, but
we still will not understand the mystery to
which it points. So what are we to do? Very
simply: take and eat!
