Drive-Thru Covid-19 Testing extended to AUGUST 

 
The drive-thru Covid-19 testing site will now be held EVERY Monday 

and Wednesday during the month of AUGUST from 10 am –6 pm.  
There is NO charge for the test ! 

This is FREE to the community and you are welcome and encouraged to get  
tested if you feel that you may have been exposed.  

Please don’t hesitate to take the opportunity to use the drive-thru site.  
Tests will be administered in our drive-thru location in the alley-way  

between Melvin Street and Lott Blvd, next to the big red building.  
Patients should remain in their vehicles and provide a valid DL  

or photo ID for identification verification purposes.  
Notification of positive test results will be provided by your  

Primary Care Provider. No appointment or referral is needed.  
 

Please follow the signs and enter the South end of the alley and proceed North to 
the testing tents.
