With a Suffering Soul
Jesus: Well, My child, this time you have told Me a good deal. I realize how painful it is not
to be understood, and especially by those whom one loves and with whom one has been very
open. But suffice it to know that I understand all your troubles and misery. I am pleased by
the deep faith you have, despite everything, in My representatives. Learn from this that no one
will understand a soul entirely—that is beyond human ability. Therefore, I have remained on
earth to comfort your aching heart and to fortify your soul, so that you will not falter on the
way. You say that a dense darkness is obscuring you mind. But why, at such times, do you not
come to Me, the light who can in an instant pour into your soul more understanding about
holiness than can be found in any books?
Thank you, Jesus, for understanding all my troubles and miseries.
Help me to come to You for light and comfort that only You can give me.

Plenary Indulgences Available for the Year of Saint Joseph
Special opportunities to receive a plenary indulgence were also included, subject to
the usual conditions: sacramental confession, reception of Holy Communion, prayers
for the intentions of the Pope, and total detachment to all sin, including venial sin.
The following prayers and activities have been enriched with
a plenary indulgence.
1.) Meditate for at least 30 minutes on the Lord’s Prayer (‘Our Father’) or par-
ticipate in a spiritual retreat of at least one day that includes meditation on
Saint Joseph.
2.) Perform a corporal or spiritual work of mercy, inspired by the life and ex-
ample of Saint Joseph.
3.) Pray the Rosary together as a family or a couple, modeling the virtues of
the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph.
4.) Dedicate with confidence their daily work to the protection of Saint Joseph
the Worker, including the efforts of those who are unemployed, underem-
ployed, or seeking more dignified work.
5.) Devoutly recite the Litany of Saint Joseph (available at USCCP.org/prayer-
and-worship/prayers-and-devotions/litanies/litany-of-saint-joseph)
6.) Devoutly recite another approved prayer to Saint Joseph, for example ‘To
you, O blessed Joseph’ (available at USCCB.org/prayer-and-worship/prayers-
and-devotions/prayers/prayer-to-st-joseph-after-rosary), especially on various
feasts of Saint Joseph that will be posted in this bulletin. A copy of this prayer
is available at the back of the church.

Dear Padve,

As long as I can remember, our parish has offered
the Stations of the Cross as a special devotion
during the Lenten season. How ancient is this

Over the centuries, many pilgrims would visit the Holy Land to retrace
the steps of Jesus. When they returned to their home churches, many
of these pilgrims paid for shrines to be built that represented the holy places
they visited. In 1342, the Franciscans became the official guardians of the
holy places, and they would guide pilgrims along the Way of the Cross. In
1668, Pope Innocent XI gave permission to the Franciscans to place Stations
of the Cross in all of their churches. The number of these early stations
varied, from as few as seven to as many as thirty-seven. Finally, in 1731, Pope
Clement XII defined fourteen stations as the official devotion.

In recent years, two modifications of the Stations of the Cross have become
fairly common. Some churches have a fifteenth station representing Jesus’
Resurrection. Other churches have scriptural accounts that are not in the
traditional station devotion. In more recent years, a popular Lenten devotion
is the “Living Stations of the Cross.” This is a play with music, singing, and

Regardless of their format or the liturgical season of the year during which
they are celebrated, the Stations of the Cross are a gentle reminder that we
journey with Jesus on his way to Calvary.
