1Kgs 19:4-8; Eph 4:30-5:2; Jn 6:41-51

Live in Love. Now thats an exhortation that should
be easy to follow, because everyone wants to love and
to be loved. However, it's not as easy s it appears.
Today’s second reading contains a st of offenses
against love: “bitterness, fury, anger, shouting, and
reviling” (Ephesians 4:31). Even those we should love
the most can so annoy us that we lose control and
might respond with bitterness or shouting. Further-
more, this exhortation is difficult because we are told
to refrain from such anger toward people we don't
even know or those we don’t like.

We are to show kindness toward everyone. How
can we ever do this? We might not have the courage
or the desire. We are, after all, just weak human be-
ings. True, but we have been “sealed for the day of
redemption” with the “holy Spirit of God” (Ephe-
sians 4:30). For the Jewish people, the Spirit of God
referred to the dynamic power of God at work in the
world. This means that the dynamic power of God
is with us to transform us from bitter, angry people
to be “imitators of God, as beloved children” (Ephe-
sians 1),

Because this is the case, because this transform-
ing power is available to us, why dont we allow it to
transform us and, in so doing, transform our world?
Why is the world in such disarray? Why is there so
much violence, oppression, and despair? Why are
the most vulnerable among us often preyed upon? If
we so desperately want to give and receive love, then
why don’t we?

When I
see people at Mass in revealing or disrespectful
clothing, should I say something?

hen | was young, | went to a baseball game with my parents. While

we were in line, a man cursed using Jesus’ name. My mother said, “Oh,
[ don’t think Jesus is playing today.” She made her point, but I doubt she
changed his future behavior.

I don’t think we’re obliged to
evangelize by calling out someone who
is using God’s name in vain. [ hear
someone cursing many times in public.
Depending on the situation, I might say
something simple like, “You know, there
are children here.” Sometimes people
apologize and stop; other times they tell
me to mind my own business, using even
more choice words, at which point I walk
away. But we’re under no obligation to
do this, and always be very careful about
confronting strangers about anything.

As for appropriate dress for Mass, this
is a problem in many parishes. [ wouldn’t
say anything to the person wearing
the disrespectful or revealing clothing.
Instead, ask your pastor whether your parish or diocese has a dress code. If
they do, ask him why it’s not being enforced. If there is no dress code, ask him
if you can form a committee to establish one.

Plenary Indulgences Available for the Year of Saint Joseph
Special opportunities to receive a plenary indulgence were also included, subject to the usual conditions: sacramental confession, reception of Holy
Communion, prayers for the intentions of the Pope, and total detachment to all sin, including venial sin.

The following prayers and activities have been enriched with a plenary indulgence.
1.) Meditate for at least 30 minutes on the Lord’s Prayer (‘Our Father’) or participate in a spiritual retreat of at least one day that includes meditation

on Saint Joseph.

2.) Perform a corporal or spiritual work of mercy, inspired by the life and example of Saint Joseph.
3.) Pray the Rosary together as a family or a couple, modeling the virtues of the Holy Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph.
4.) Dedicate with confidence their daily work to the protection of Saint Joseph the Worker, including the efforts of those who are unemployed, under-

employed, or seeking more dignified work.

5.) Devoutly recite the Litany of Saint Joseph (available at USCCP.org/prayer-and-worship/prayers-and-devotions/litanies/litany-of-saint-joseph)
6.) Devoutly recite another approved prayer to Saint Joseph, for example ‘To you, O blessed Joseph’ (available at USCCB.org/prayer-and-worship/

prayers-and-devotions/prayers/prayer-to-st-joseph-after-rosary), especially on various feasts of Saint Joseph that will be posted in this bulletin. A copy

of this prayer is available at the back of the church.
