MONTH OF OUR LADY OF SORROWS 
 (MATER DOLOROSA)  

 
The Church dedicates the month of September to Our Lady of Sor-
rows, also known as Mater Dolorosa (Mother of Sorrows). This de-
votion recalls the Blessed Virgin Mary’s spiritual martyrdom in vir-
tue of her perfect union with the Passion of Christ. This was her role 
in salvation history, and what merited her place as the spiritual 
Mother of all Christians. This is symbolized by a single sword, or 
seven swords, piercing Mary's suffering heart, as foretold in Sime-
on's prophecy. Traditionally the Church meditates on the "Seven 
Sorrows" of our Blessed Mother: the prophecy of Simeon; the Holy 
Family's flight into Egypt; the loss of the Child Jesus for three days; 
the meeting of Mary and Jesus as he carried his cross; Jesus' cruci-
fixion and death; Jesus' sacred body taken down from the cross; and 
Jesus' burial. The feast of Our Lady of Sorrows is September 15th.

Special opportunities to receive a plenary indulgence were also included, subject to the usual conditions: sacramental confes
Communion, prayers for the intentions of the Pope, and total detachment to all sin, including venial sin. 

1) The Prophecy of Simeon - (Luke 2: 22-35) 
2) The Flight Into Egypt – (Matthew 2:12-23) 
3) The Loss of the Child Jesus in the Temple (Luke 2:41-52) 
4) Mary Meets Jesus on the Way to Calvary (23:27) The meet-
ing between Jesus and his mother on the way of the cross is 

not recorded in any of the Gospels, but we know that there were women who followed him on the way and we 
know that Mary was at the foot of the cross with St John, so it isn’t unreasonable that she and Jesus should have 
met as he was carrying the cross. It is also a strong tradition of the Church, commemorated both in the devotion of 
the Seven Sorrows of Mary and in the Stations of the Cross. 
5) Jesus Dies on the Cross – John 19:25-37) 
6) Mary Receives Jesus (Matthew 27:55-56) Only in the 13 station of the Cross do we hear specifically Of Jesus 
being placed in this Mothers arms. 
7) Jesus is Placed in the Tomb (Luke 23:50-56)
