On May 13, we celebrate the Feast of Our Lady of Fatima, 
looking to the Blessed Mother for peace and comfort in times of 
uncertainty. According to tradition, on May 13, 1917, the Virgin 
Mary appeared to three shepherd children, Lúcia dos Santos, 
Francisco Marto, and Jacinta Marto, near Fatima, Portugal. The 
children saw her five more times in the months that followed, and 
she asked them to pray the Rosary daily and give devotion to her 
Immaculate Heart. During the last sighting, she told the children 
her name was The Lady of the Rosary and gave them a message 
of prayer, peace, and penance known as the “Secret.” The 
“Secret” was given in three parts in the years that followed.
